Optional Sign Here Tab

Do you present your customers with more than one proposal from which to choose? A good
faith estimate of mortgage is an example of why you might use an optional signature. The
optional signature allows you offer your recipient the choice of several options.

To add an optional signature for a recipient, add your document, recipient, drag the
on the document, and click
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Your recipient will accept or decline to sign the optional signature task. If he accepts, his signature will appear.

If he declines, no signature will appear.
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Send to a Recipient with Data Tasks Only

In the past if you wanted a recipient to simply fill out a form, you would be required to have them also sign.
Now you can send forms to your customers for them to fill out, and they will be required to fill in some data,

but will not be required to sign.

This is perhaps most important in signing workflow where someone in the signature process is required to
review a document and enter in some data about the transactions, but is not a signer.

You can now send documents to a recipient in your workflow whose only purpose is to provide data. You are
no longer required to place a Sign Here or Initial tab for your Signer recipient types. This enhancement will
allow you to manage approval processes before, during, and after the signing process. It also allows you to
route documents for internal processing after documents are signed.

Envelope Custom Fields Enhancements

Envelope custom fields have been enhanced to allow more than three fields to be set up and to set up a field
