Improved Recipients Dialog in Sending Process

The recipients dialog has been enhanced to improve the process of adding and editing recipients.

When adding a recipient’s email address, you will be provided with potential matches from your address
book. Text entered in the email field will attempt to match against email, name, and account name.

You will be provided with potential name matches from your address book.
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When you have more than one recipient, the recipient you are editing will be highlighted in the listing
of recipients.
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Shortcuts for Sending to Yourself

Sending to yourself is now REALLY easy. DocuSign has added some shortcuts to allow you to add yourself as a
recipient in just a few keystrokes.

Sending on the Web: In the Email field on the Recipients dialog, enter any one of the following codes:
- @me
+ @sender
.« @self
The recipient will be filled in with the sender’s email and name.

Creating and Editing Templates: In the Role field on the Recipients dialog, enter any one of the
following roles:

« me

+ sender

. self

When the template is applied, the sender’s email and name will be filled in.
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Custom Branding: web page upon complete signing and log out

Accounts which have upgraded to custom branding will have a new setting to set the web page a user will see
when they complete signing or log out, rather than being directed to the www.docusign.com web site. The
setting is called Sign Complete. Be sure to enter the full URL including “http://".

Envelope Custom Fields Enhancements

Envelope custom fields have been enhanced to allow more than three fields to be set up and to set up a field
as adrop down list.
